Rev. Vernon Tyson will speak at Central United Methodist Church, 801 Hayne St. on
May 15, at 4:00pm. Rev. Tyson will reflect on his experiences as a North Carolina Methodist
pastor as it relates to race and politics. He is the father of Dr. Tim Tyson, author of the best-
selling novel “Blood Done Sign My Name” that was made into a film. The film was released
on Feb. 19, 2010. At that time, Rev. Tyson was the senior pastor of Oxford’s Methodist Church
in Greenville County. The book focuses on the racially motivated murder and shows the chal-
lenges that Rev. Tyson had with his congregations, especially when he invited the President
from A & T College to be a guest speaker at his church.

Rev. Tyson earned his undergraduate degree in religion and history from Gilford Col-
lege. Three of his brothers as well as Rev. Tyson graduated from Duke Divinity School. All
five of his brothers were United Methodist pastors. After graduating from Duke Divinity
School in 1957, civil rights became the dominant theme in his ministry. He served in several
position in the North Carolina Conference including, pastorates at Raleigh Edenton Street
United Methodist Church and University UMC Chapel Hill and served on the North Carolina
Council of Churches as Chair of its Commission on Social Ministries.

From Bishop Hope Morgan Ward: Robert Sharp, Director of Disaster Response Ministries will work
with Steve Casteel and Wayne Napier to set up a system of receiving and assigning volunteers,
identifying and supporting host churches, identifying warehouse space, and planning for long-range
recovery.

Remember the wisdom in disaster response. The emergency phase -- search and rescue -- continues for
10 times the length of the storm. The response phase -- cleaning up and securing homes with tarps --
continues for 10 times the emergency phase. The recovery phase -- rebuilding homes -- continues for 10
times the response phase. By this formula, we are in the response phase and anticipate the recovery phase
to extend into the coming years.

- Clean-up teams are needed immediately. (Contact Wayne Napier, Conference Disaster Response
Coordinator at wbnapier@live.com)

- Work teams are needed over the next 18 months as we move into the rebuilding phase of
recovery.

- Offerings can be sent immediately to the Conference Treasurer and marked "2010 Tornado
Recovery."

MILLION MEAL MISSION  JR54
STARVING

As a result of the January 2010 earthquake that devastated Haiti, several men CH'LDREN
in the Charlotte area began to earnestly pray and seek God’s guidance on how
folks in this area could make a difference.

The result was the creation of the Million Meal Mission — an effort that seeks to pack a total of
1,000,000 meals in the local Charlotte area that will nutritionally benefit the kids of Haiti and other
impoverished nations in the western hemisphere.

Hunger is not prejudiced toward any particular sect or creed. In addition to our working to provide
sustenance to those with a physical hunger for food, the “Million Meal Mission” hopes to develop
long-lasting relationships among God’s children in this community as we serve together.

We have partnered with the “Feed My Starving Children” organization, various church congregations
and local business / civic organizations in the Charlotte area and have undertaken the challenge of
packing these meals during the following three packing events:

June 2nd - 5th: ~ Mineral Springs UMC — Mineral Springs, NC
June 16th — 19th: Harrison UMC — Pineville, NC
June 22nd — 25th: Oasis Shrine Center - Charlotte, NC

Feed My Starving Children has developed a food mixture that is:
- nutritionally sound
- easy/ safe to transport
» simple to make with only boiling water
- culturally acceptable worldwide.

The mixture includes rice, extruded soy nuggets for protein, various vitamins / minerals / flavorings,
and dehydrated vegetables. This food mixture will be brought in bulk via tractor trailer to each of the
packing events but will need to be broken down, assembled, and packed into small quantities for
distribution to hungry children.

In order to pull off this huge event, we need to recruit large numbers of volunteers (1,750 two-hour
volunteer shifts per event) and we need to raise about $60,000 per event to cover the cost of the bulk food
product (approx 17¢ per meal). And that is where YOU can help. We would ask for your

assistance in three ways —

comment section to insure your money helps with the local effort. Feed My Starving Children is a
501(c)(3) nonprofit and all contributions are fully tax-deductible. Out of each dollar in
contributions, over 94¢ goes directly to feeding programs.
